Sometimes there will be an over-
turned rock or  log loose in the 
trail.  I f you come upon one of 
these hazards please don’ t just 
dr ive around it leaving it in the 
trail...Stop safely and remove it 
from the trail.  Dur ing the daylight 
hours it may be easily visible but 
after  dark it could cause ser ious 
injury to a fellow r ider .  Some r id-
ers (usually non-members) take 
the stand that “ the club”  will come 
take care of it.  I t could be many 
hours  before a groomer comes 
along. You are all valuable mem-
bers of “ our  club”  and your  min-
ute or  two of assistance here is 
very much appreciated to help 
keep our  trails safe for  all.

   Where’s the Groomer? 
Have you ever asked this question?  Here are some little known grooming facts: 
*Grooming is most effective at temps below 25 degrees 
*Groomer operators in our club are volunteering & not paid for their time 
*Grooming at night is safer and far more effective because the freshly groomed snow is 
extremely delicate. The longer the trail can “set up”  overnight the better the long term 
results. If you come upon a freshly groomed trail please respect the volunteer operators 
hard work & time and tread very lightly. 
*Aggressive riding is not cool.  You enjoy & prefer the trails smooth, please don’ t speed 
off or fishtail from intersections leaving piles & ruts in the trail for riders that come along 
after you. 
*Yield to the groomer, they have the right of way.  They are larger & less maneuverable 
than a snowmobile.
